Chapter 3.2 and 4.2 Activities
Due Dates: TBA
Activity 1 Objective: Through storytelling, animations, and discussion students will gain a better understanding of Jean Piaget’s concept of REPRESENTATIONAL THOUGHT. (Due Thursday 7 September: 20 points)
Task: Each student will write a short story aimed at a “teen” audience – their peer group.

· Your story must be typed OR handwritten in blue or black ink with MLA format (If typed, 12 point times new-roman font), and be a minimum length of one page or 250 words.  Include a unique title and see link below for proper formatting.

· Your stories should address a realistic obstacle a teen might encounter such as: peer pressure (ex. Sex, drugs, attire, cliques, etc…), sexual identity, or parental pressure (ex. Grades, curfew, work/future, church, etc…). NOTE: You may offer another topic that may be approved by Mr. Cass.
· In the end, your story should encourage (influence) the child to face and overcome the obstacle in a constructive manner (Applied Science).

· Next, students will read their completed stories to ONE other person in the class.
· NOTE: Because of the odd number of students, there must be ONE group of 3
· After each student listens to their partner’s story, the student who listened will create a story board that illustrates their partner’s story.

· Please attach the illustration to the corresponding story and make sure each illustration has the name of the artist located on the back of the story board.

· Discussion: Students will end activity by discussing how their illustrations demonstrates Piaget’s concept of representational thought.
Activity 2 Objective: Using visualization and critical thinking skills students will gain a better understanding of Jean Piaget’s stages of cognitive development.

Task: 

· Students will work in groups of 3-5 or alone.

· Select 4 toys from toy catalogs – one for each stage of Piaget’s stages of cognitive development.

· Next, create an advertisement (print or multimedia) for each toy that explains to parents why it is appropriate for their child’s particular stage of development.

· Your advertisement MUST explain specifically the stage – but not simply define.  Remember, this is an advertisement.  Be creative!

· Ads should mention the age range the toy is for as well as the concepts it is designed to teach.
Activity 3 Objective: Using visualization and critical thinking skills students will gain an understanding of the role peers play in their lives and social development.
Task:

· Students will work in groups of 3-5 or alone

· Students will randomly select one of the following topics for a print advertisement, informational pamphlet, or multi-media commercial, for students at FSWC:
· Teen depression

· Teen suicide

· Teen pregnancy

· Teen dropout rate

· Anorexia nervosa

· Bulimia nervosa

· NOTE: Another approved topic

· Your project should include:

· Researched, up-to-date statistics: ex. incidence of occurrence, age ranges, death rates, cure rates, etc.

· Causes

· Treatment suggestions and availability of treatment in our region or campus
