EUROPEAN ABSOLUTISM
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Due Date: 13 December 2017
Learning Goal:  By the end of this activity, students will be able to describe in detail the history, perspective, and effects of absolutism and the concept of Divine Right.
Task: Students will research an Eastern or Western European monarch listed below and create a multi-media presentation.

· Multi-media includes, but is not limited to: PowerPoint, Prezi, YouTube video…

· Choose to work alone or in a trio.  It is highly suggested that you work alone, but not out of the question.
Content Requirements:

1. Minimum of 3 sources and a properly work cited page in MLA format REQUIRED:
a. Using your text book, the internet link provided, and AT LEAST ONE OTHER SOURCE.

i. Magazine articles from History Today (see bookcase in the back of the room), as well as any other book in the class library, or online article may be utilized.
b. The site below is a great start for researching your monarch.  You will find information on Absolute Monarchs in Western and Eastern Europe with various links for each monarch:

ii. NOTE: DO NOT use Answers.com as a source
2. Your presentation MUST include: 
1. A brief biography of monarch including:
a. Year of birth and birthplace
b. Country(ies) ruled
c. Educational background – any 
d. Ancestry: Were they born into royalty?  If so, who were their parents?
e. Age at which they became monarch
f. Age at, and, cause of death 
g. Who were their wives or husbands?
h. One shocking, unique, odd, or strange fact about your monarch
i. Images of monarch and relevant people or places that will help tell your story
j. A small and large scale map of where your monarch ruled
3. Identify 3 major accomplishments of the monarch and describe one effect of one of their accomplishments 
i. The effect may be positive or negative, but must be explained 
4. MLA formatted work cited page
