Sociology: Deviance & Social Control
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	Goal:

You goal is to describe yourself and your behavior as one of the students in detention at Schirmer High School.


	Role:

You are the 6th member of the Breakfast Club and the other students in the film are your classmates.


	Audience:

The audience is your principal – Mr. Vernon who is supervising Saturday’s detention.


	Situation:

In the movie, Mr. Vernon asks the students to write a letter explaining, “Who You Think You Are?”



	Product Performance and Purpose:

Write a letter to Mr. Vernon explaining, “Who you think you are.”  The purpose of your letter is to use sociological theories we’ve learned in class to justify your behavior while also letting Mr. Vernon know “Who you are.”


	Standards and Criteria for Success:
1. MLA and APA Format DO NOT apply; this is a letter
2. 250-500 words (no more or less) or 1-2 pages

3. Typed 12-point Times New Roman font

4. Signature

Your letter to Mr. Vernon MUST include:

· A description of “Who you are” and a sociological explanation for the behavior(s) that define(s) you.
· A description of how others have preconceived “who” you are.

· How and when is “deviance” justified, or not.
· Optional: Letters may be read aloud – in class – for discussion.
