CHAPTER 2
POWERPOINT PRESENTATIONS

Assignment: For the assigned pages, each individual or group will produce a PowerPoint, documentary (DVD), or interactive lecture.  The presentation should address the vocabulary, concepts, people, and places within the pages.  

Requirements:  

1. Your PowerPoint should be saved on a thumb drive. 

2. Your group’s presentation is due on the date assigned – no exceptions.
