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Explanation: Almost all of our time is spent interacting in groups. We are educated in groups; we work in groups; we eat in groups; we worship in groups; we even play in groups. Although we are consumed by groups, we often take them for granted. In order to understand their impact, contemplation of their influence is essential to understanding their effect.  Mr. Cass will form the 6 groups of 3 and will reveal them tomorrow.

· NOTE: Groupings may not be comfortable for some of you, but that is essential to the activity.
MONDAY Task 1: Deconstruction – INDIVIDUALLY, briefly reflect and respond to the questions below. Examine and assess your point of view – in regard to group interaction and the power particular groups have over you and society.  
· DUE DATE: TASK ONE IS DUE TOMORROW – JANUARY 14
· NOTE 1: Please type your responses using a basic MLA heading and font.
· NOTE 2: This task is designed to help organize your thoughts to share for future tasks within project.
1. Make a list of all groups you consider yourself to be a member – currently – and in the past. List as many as possible, and don't forget family, clubs, sports teams, classes, social groups, cliques, work place, and social categories that are meaningful to you such as nationalities, ethnicities, genders, race, LGBTQ… etc…)
2. Do any of these groups have the power to transform its members into a unit that is greater than the sum of its parts? If so, which ones? Do these groups have supervening qualities? Supervening means to interrupt, to get in the way of, to influence, or, to inhibit.  If so, what are theses qualities? How are they able to supervene and why would they want to intervene in your life? 
3. Which group on your list has changed the most over time? Briefly describe this change?

4. Which group has influenced you the most? Briefly explain how this group has influence on you, why you believe the group was able to influence you – whether negatively or positively. 
5. Identify two groups of which you do not consider yourself a member, but whose behaviors or beliefs influence you the most?  Of these groups, which one influences your behaviors, your emotions, or beliefs the most? 

TUESDAY Task 2: Reconstruction – In 6 groups of 3, disclose your organized responses to members of your group and consider the alternative ideas you hear within your assigned group, as well as the varying perspectives and conclusions versus your original perspectives and conclusions.  Utilize your group’s responses and note the similarities and/or differences, as well as relevant dialogue between members. In short, analyze and take note of your conversation.
TUESDAY Task 3: Reflection – Evaluate the impact of your dialogue and responses.  Consider whether your perspectives have been altered, or whether you agree or disagree with the perspectives of your group members.
WEDNESDAY Task 4: Communication and Collaboration – Create an effective and persuasive presentation of your group’s views and analysis of a group’s power via a PowerPoint or some form of organized, multi-media presentation. Select and present relevant information – not repetitive – in a balanced, coherent and well-structured way to your audience in regard to the power groups play in our lives.
· NOTE 1: In order for Task 4 to be successful, everyone in your group should have taken notes of the dialogue in Task 2.  It is essential that collaboration take place and everyone participate, contribute, and decide what is relevant for the presentation.
