Note Taking Assignment
OBJECTIVE: Students will gain an understanding of the content within the chapter(s) under review.  The content of the notes should include facts, percentages, vocabulary, dates (periods of time [centuries], as well as map, graph and chart information.  
ASSIGNMENT:

1. Students will read and annotate - meaning interpret, explain, question, and make notes from the assigned chapter.
2. After gaining insight into the content, students will answer - in the designated box - each “Key Question” of the chapter under review.  
3. Student notes must include a minimum of 20 insights - meaning you moved from a state of not knowing to a state of knowing - per Key Question.  Each “Key Question” of the chapter is delineated as a sub-section in a bold heading.  NOTE:  Some Key question sections may be shorter than others, so a minimum of 10 insights is required.
4. Students will define each bold APHG term within each “Key Question” section.  The terms will be defined and written in the VOCABULARY section of your notes.
5. Students will recreate the format sample provided on the back using their own paper; each Key Question, insights from the question’s section, and the vocabulary from the section should be written on your own sheets of paper.  You must label all sections, as seen on the format sample.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Student notes that follow the format, the minimum requirements, and that are turned in on due date (day of chapter tests) = 10 bonus points.  
2. If time permits, Socratic discussions may occur during the year.  Students will participate in a student generated discussion regarding the chapter under review.  Discussions are designed to facilitate an understanding of vocabulary, events, concepts, and more that may be confusing.  Students will offer questions (from their notes) and students will offer explanations to the questions during class.  Mr. Cass will rarely enter the conversation other than to call upon students.
