HOLE IN THE WALL
The Internet and Social Change 
60 Points

OBJECTIVE: Each student will gain a better understanding of how the internet is used by various groups such as businesses, schools, organizations, and individuals, as well as realize the impact of the internet as a “tool” for social change.

Part I: Consider the following before you move on to the videos and creating your presentation.  Use the two questions below as a jumping off point. 
1. In your opinion, what issues (societal, economic, political, cultural, etc.) may prevent communities around the world from having internet access?
2. List a minimum of 3-5 ways the internet be used as a tool for social change? 

Part II: What happens when you place a computer in the middle of one of the poorest countries in the world?  The experiment, Hole in the Wall, is an appropriate example of the Sociological effects technology has upon our world.  While viewing the three video clips below, think about how the internet connects communities and contributes to computer literacy, the empowerment of knowledge, social movement along socio-economic hierarchies, and social change (good or bad).

· B: Create a “Campaign for Internet Access” based on the “Hypothetical Situation” below which focuses on the importance of computer literacy and how access to computers and the internet benefits impoverished communities and promotes social change on both a local and global scale.  
· HYPOTHETICAL SITUATION:  Your village has just learned that a wealthy philanthropist wants to donate to disadvantaged, impoverished people in a deserving community.  This person made their fortune as an innovator and internet advocate, and they now want to provide computers and internet access to disadvantaged societies.  
· TASK:  Your job is to create an ILLUSTRATED public relations “pitch” via a presentation to convince this person that YOUR community is deserving of their donation.  You will have to describe your community’s location on Earth, demography, its racial, ethnic and religious populations, its primary societal difficulties that have prevented internet access, and how the internet would improve your community, create social change and, in turn, become a wise investment for the philanthropist.  FINALLY, you will have to explain how you plan on implementing the technology for maximum results.
· NOTE 1: You will have to consider and research impoverished areas of the world BEFORE choosing “your” community.  Communities within the United States are acceptable, too, but for this project, imagine yourself a citizen of the world, not just a citizen of the United States.
· STYLE:  Your presentation must be presented in one of the following forms: PowerPoint presentation, website, video PSA, or BLOG emailed to Mr. Cass remotely as in the past.  
· CONTENT:
· Presentation Specifics.  All presentations must include the following:

1. A unique title to your presentation – something that will “hook” the philanthropist

2. A brief description of the Hole in the Wall experiment, including the who, when, where, and the specifics of the experiment – not only the results. 
· NOTE 2: This section SHOULD provide a relevant example of what YOU are attempting to do for your community by providing a precedent of success for the philanthropist, and also help describe how your idea could be put into action and could work in your community. 
3. Identify all of the following:  your community’s racial, ethnic, and religious makeup AND what you believe is the primary societal, geographical, economic, and/or political hurdle that prevents internet access in your community.
· The philanthropist would probably want to see your community and its people
4. A large and small-scale map of your community to indicate the relative and absolute location of its place on earth.  

5. Identify 3 ways you believe the internet has promoted social change on a global scale. 
6. Identify 3 reasons why computer literacy and access to the internet is vital to the people of YOUR community for future success and prosperity of your people.
7. Explain how you plan on implementing the technology for maximum results.
