Assignment: This is a formal essay, but there is no exact number of paragraphs required – only a minimum number of pages. You must, however, organize your writing into paragraphs.  Each paragraph must focus on one specific aspect of cultural geography that you observed in the film including a plot summary.  NOTE: Many times a plot summary is too much for only one paragraph, but keep the summary to a minimum and focus on cultural geography.  In short, hit the high points of the plot and cut to the chase.
Content: The majority of your analysis should focus on how the film correlates to Human Geography – specifically the culture unit.  Your essay should focus on a minimum of 3 and maximum of 5 topics.  Topic examples could include, but are not limited to:
