· 2 Famous people/leaders alive or dead

· 1 Map of its hearth, where the religions are clustered today, and one map of its diffusion to other parts of the world.

· Why is the religion located there?  Are there different sects of the religion?
· Connections or similarities to other religions (if any)

4. What are some interesting customs of this religion?  Is there any way to identify practitioners of this religion?

5. You must research your religion well enough to find out if there have been any wars or conflict of any kind concerning it.  Chances are there will be.  You must cover them sufficiently in your presentation to show knowledge of the event(s).  Be sure you are clear on the conflicts of the past, and those that are still happening.  
6. Do not end on a negative note.   What are some positive contributions of this religion to society or mankind in general?  What are some good things from this religion that we can learn from?
