1) Utilizing the table of contents, match the chapters to be studied (located in your syllabus) with the corresponding page numbers in your textbook for the first semester only.  In other words, what page does chapter 17 start on, 19 start on, 20, etc…
2) Utilizing the table of contents, locate and record the page number which guides you to the first page that chapter 17 begins.

3) Utilizing the index, locate the page number in which the Renaissance if first mentioned in the textbook.
4) List three categories located at the top and on the first page of chapter 17.
5) Identify the color used by the publisher of the textbook to distinguish: headings, sub-headings, terms and names (vocabulary) within the text.

6) How does the publisher visually alert you to the important people of the chapter and the era studied?

7) On what page does the world atlas begin and explain the difference between the maps of Africa on page A16 and A17.

8) On page 477, locate the Section Assessment at the end of chapter 17.  Read the questions and in a minimum of three sentences explain how the questions connect, expand your understanding of, and reinforce the categories Main Idea and Why It Matters Now observed on the first page of the chapter. 
9) In a minimum of two sentences, explain why the paragraph beneath the Setting the Stage sub-heading is important to read for a comprehensive understanding of the chapter’s significance and the time period discussed within the chapter.
10) Next, find Analyzing Primary Sources (in light blue) on page 473. In a minimum of three sentences, respond to one of the two questions beneath the passages.

11) Next, in a minimum of three sentences explain why these passages and questions help expand your understanding of and reinforce the Main Idea of the chapter written on page 471.
