Assignment Policy:

· You are expected to read and annotate all chapters listed above.  Your chapter test’s multiple-choice questions come DIRECTLY from the information found within the text.  Test FRQs will also be derived from the information and vocabulary within the chapters you read, documentaries/video lectures, and PowerPoint presentations (lectures).
· NOTE:  Because of the nature of the class, there will be times in which you will be expected to work independently – IN CLASS while researching or writing – as if we were in a library.
Class Procedures:

· Enter the room quietly, professionally, and respectfully; and leave the drama outside.

· IMPORTANT NOTE: I do not ALLOW OR TOLERATE cell phone usage, electronic device usage (unless instructed to do so), or dress code violations (see handbook). 
· Cell phones must be turned off and placed in the crate by the front door at the start of class.  Please take your phone as you leave class.
· “Do Now” activities will usually occur daily throughout the semester.  This means you should be answering the question on the screen – not talking – upon arrival.  NOTE: We only have so much time, thus getting started right away is imperative.

· Bathroom breaks are allowed after the first 10 minutes of class and NOT allowed 10 minutes before the end of class, and one person may leave at a time.

· Bottled water ONLY.  Candy, food, and soft drinks, are not allowed in class.

· Remain seated until the dismissal bell.  Please refrain from “packing” up and huddling at the door.

· The bell does not release you; I release you.
