Task and Expectation: The questions below will guide your moderator for the next few classes.  It is your obligation – and my expectation of you – to come to class on the days of the Socratic.
Assignment: At the end of the sessions, students will turn in responses to each prompt below with proper APA heading, a title page, an abstract, and properly formatted reference page.  Please number your responses, single space your responses, and double space between each response.
· Your initial responses may vary as commentary from other students are made, thus INDICATION of a change in opinion, content knowledge gained, or, reference to the perspectives made by other students during the Socratic is REQUIRED.

· What does the first bullet mean?  Quoting your fellow students, or referring to a change of your initial opinion due to what you heard during the sessions is required for numbers 4, 5, 6,7,8,9, 10, 11, and 12.  
· NOTE: ALL references MUST be bolded, quoted, or otherwise explained to indicate a change in personal perspective, a reference to the perspectives of others, or, content knowledge gained during the sessions.
· What does the second bullet mean?  You HAVE TO TAKE NOTES during the sessions.

· May you record the discussion with your phone? Yes, but you must be actively participating during the discussion, which means it would behoove you to respond verbally and actively take notes.

Prompts (5 points each):
1. Identify a minimum of 3 varying triggers that induce Sybil’s personalities to appear.
2. Identify a minimum of 3 odd behaviors exhibited by Sybil and explain a possible reason they ma occur.
4. Explain why you believe Sybil speaks and acts like a little girl?  

· NOTE: Go beyond the fact that most of her “others” are children.
5. Explain why Sybil continually looks at her watch?
6. Describe Peggy. What function does she serve?
7. Describe Vicky. What function does she serve?
8. Describe Vanessa. What function does she serve?

9. Describe Marsha.  What function does she serve?

10. Explain why Vicky describes her mother as an angel?

11. Explain why Vicky thinks she and the others are separate people from Sybil?

12. Who, in your opinion, are “the people”?
13. Compose a minimum of two paragraphs (5 sentences each) that describes Sybil’s inability to socialize in groups, and, within society in general.  
· Consider: causes of her symptoms, her lack of socialization/isolation as a child, abuse, and parenting style(s) of her father and mother.  
· NOTE: Your responses must include reference to various psychologists and their specific theories.
· In essence, which psychologist would be best to diagnose and treat Sybil.
Style:
· APA format with title page, abstract, and reference page when using outside sources such as your text or online sources

· Bonus points will be given to those who utilize outside sources AND PROPERLY format the reference page.

Deductions:
· Response is cursory and does not respond to each aspect of the prompt. (2 pts. per question)
· Formatting errors (1 pt. per error)
